Practice  
Practices are held Wednesdays and Thursdays.  On Wednesday practice will be from 3:35-5:00 pm.  We will have gym time from 3:35-4:30 followed by conditioning and team meeting from 4:30-5:00.    On Thursday practice will be in the gym from 3:35-4:45 pm.  All practices are closed, meaning that players will NOT be allowed to have friends attend or sit in on practices. All players must be wearing shorts or athletic pants and appropriate shoes in order to participate in practice. Practices are mandatory. But, we do understand that athletes may be involved in other activities and that sometimes conflicts arise.  If there are circumstances that keep athletes from attending one of our practices on an ongoing basis (example: dance on Thursdays at 4:30) please indicate this in the designated space on the Contract.  If athletes are occasionally unable to make a practice please let Coach Joy know before the beginning of practice (example: dance show or sick and stayed home from school). _____ (initial)
On Tuesdays Girls Basketball Team Athletes who desire leadership roles and aspire to be dedicated and committed members of our team are invited to participate in Athletes Lead.  Commitment to this program and to developing leadership skills will allow athletes specific leadership roles in practice, in games, and on and off the court.  Athletes Lead will meet in room 324 from 3:45-4:45 pm on Tuesdays.

On Fridays athletes will be strongly encouraged to be take part in a conditioning club facilitated by Assistant Coach Andy Rosario as part of the LEAP After School Program. This will be co-ed, meaning all MS 447 athletes will be encouraged and/or mandated to participate.  

Academics

Scheduled Games 

The Middle School Basketball League has ten games divided into five Home and five away games.  Home games will generally be scheduled for Wednesdays or Thursdays at 4pm. Away games will be scheduled on different days throughout the week. The schedule will be provided to athletes and parent when they first become available.
