MS 447 Exploration Policies and Procedures, 2012-2013
Required Materials: All of the following materials are required on Exploration Days, whether on a trip or onsite:

· Exploration notebook

· Pens and pencils

· A two-pocket Exploration folder

· Flash drive (“thumb drive”) for storing work – at least 2 GB capacity
· An independent reading book

· A bottle of plain drinking water (no sweetened or sugary drinks!)

Policies:  Students are expected to hold themselves to the same standard of behavior on Exploration days that they do on other school days.  All rules in effect during normal school days are in effect on Exploration days, including these: 

· Electronics such as iPods and handheld video games are not allowed at any time in the building or out.

· Hats, if worn to school, must remain in students’ lockers or in their backpacks.  At the discretion of the teacher, hats may be allowed during trips where students are outdoors for an extended period.

· Food will be eaten only during student lunch periods, unless arranged otherwise (for health reasons).

· Gum is not permitted at any time throughout the school day.

· Money and MetroCards should be kept in a safe place.  Lost property is the student’s responsibility!

· MS 447 is a safe environment for our community. Items that could be used to harm or disturb people or property are not allowed. Permanent markers are not to be brought to school under any circumstances.
Dress Code:  School dress codes apply both in school and on trips to ensure students’ comfort and safety as well as a positive presentation of our school. 

· On any trip days, students should dress appropriately for spending extended time outdoors.  This can include jackets, gloves, and appropriate footwear (no open-toed shoes on trip days, unless directed otherwise)
· Shirts, shorts and skirts that provide inadequate coverage, and clothing that is otherwise revealing, are not permitted.  
· If a child comes to school dressed inappropriately, a parent or guardian may need to come to school to provide replacement attire.
Consequences:  Students are expected to hold themselves to the same standard for behavior on trips as they do when at school.  Inappropriate behavior will result in warnings, and repeat warnings can result in any of the following consequences:  
· Parent phone call

· Lunch Detention 

· Assigned seating on bus, subway, or in workshops

· Required parent chaperone on trips

· Loss of Exploration trip privileges

· Meeting with student, parent, teachers, dean, and Principal
